Target Audience:

Lesson #10

Goals: The goal of this lesson is for students to review the concept of watershed and gain a more comprehensive understanding of the concept.

Objectives: 

Students will:

· Review terminologies and concepts described in previous lessons.

· Construct a watershed mural

Key Vocabulary Terms: watershed

Lesson Duration: 40 minutes.

Content and Methods: 

A good review lesson.  Discuss with the group the various aspects of a watershed and the components found within.  Students will recall information presented in prior lessons to aid in their design of a watershed mural.  Each student will be assigned a specific component to depict and create for the classroom watershed mural (animals, plants, slopes, roads, etc.).  Display these murals in your classroom.
A short discussion will culminate the first half of the watershed curriculum after completion of the watershed mural.
