Goals: The goal of this lesson is for students to recognize that there are a variety of aquatic insects.

Objectives: 

Students will:

· Recognize various aquatic insects.

· Describe the different parts of insects.

Key Vocabulary Terms: aquatic

Lesson Duration: 20 minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will take place outside.

Foul Weather Alternative: If the weather is uncooperative, students will create a water insect model in their classroom.

Macro invertebrate poster

Insect poster

Content and Methods: 

Students will identify familiar aquatic insects.  Then, students will be introduced to less familiar aquatic insects.  Each student will be given an aquatic insect life cycle handout that specifically distinguishes between a larva or nymph and adult aquatic insect.  Students will examine various aquatic animals by looking through the Pond Field guide and looking at the insect posters.  Students will explore the pond or stream for water insects.  Discussion will involve noting the differences and similarities between water creatures.
