Target Audience:

First to Fifth Grade

Lesson #16

Goals: The goal of this lesson is for students to examine different sources of water pollution found near the school property during winter months.

Objectives: 

Students will:

· List different kinds of pollution that can affect water.

· Discuss how pollution affects animals and plants that live in water. 

Key Vocabulary Terms: pollution, bioaccumulation

Lesson Duration: The duration of this lesson will be forty minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will begin in the students’ classroom and move outdoors to investigate potential sources of pollution in adjacent areas to the school property.

Foul Weather Alternative: No foul weather alternative in necessary.

Materials: 

Water pollution poster

Pollution information sheet

Content and Methods: 

Students will attempt to identify and investigate possible sources of water pollution in the surrounding areas of the school. Before students venture outside, some background information regarding what water pollution is and why we should be aware of it will be discussed.  Students will take a stroll through the surrounding neighborhood in search of potential sources of water pollution and discuss their possible affects on both plants and animals in the aquatic and terrestrial environments. Examples may include salt or sand from recent snowstorms that have accumulated near storm drains.  
Evaluation: 

Students will be able to:

· Name three examples of pollution that can affect water.

· Describe how an animal or plant is affected by water pollution.
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
