Target Audience:

First to Third Grade

Lesson #3

Goals: The goal of this lesson is to allow students an opportunity to discuss in cooperative groups various facts about water.

Objectives: 

Students will be able to:

· Describe water and its various uses

· Discuss and determine the appropriate answers to the water fact questions

· Cooperatively work in small groups

Key Vocabulary Terms: Water, Hydro

Lesson Duration: 40 minutes 

Lesson Location: This lesson takes place in the classroom.

Materials: 

· Weather Fact Cards

· Clipboards

· Pencils

Content and Methods: 

Briefly introduce water and its uses. Ask students to tell you what they know about water. What do they know about weather? After this discussion, the group will be introduced to the Water Facts activity and be broken into cooperative groups.  An area for group work will be determined and students will proceed with the Water Facts activity.

Students will be divided into small cooperative groups.  All groups will receive a clipboard, writing utensil, and the water fact cards.  The purpose of the water fact cards is to encourage student participation through peer discussion about water.  After groups have worked through the water facts, the entire group will join together for a large group discussion.   The correct answers for the water facts will be shared.  All groups will be awarded points for each correct response.

A thorough review of water will wrap-up the group's discussion.

Evaluation: 

Students will be able to:

· List many uses of water in their lives

· Correctly answer and comprehend 85 percent of the Water Fact questions

· Understand and respect each other allowing the group to cooperatively work together for common goals
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
