Target Audience:

Third to Fifth Grade

Lesson #7

Goals: Students will continue their exploration of watersheds.  Students will examine the school property and recognize that their school is in a watershed.

Objectives: 

Students will be able to:

· Identify the watershed in which their school is located.

· Explain the role of school property within the watershed.

Key Vocabulary Terms:  watershed 

Lesson Duration: 50 minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will take part in the classroom and also outdoors.
Materials: 

· Lake Superior floor map

· MN map with drainage basins outlined

· Map of St. Louis River watershed

· Yarn

· Fact cards about St. Louis River and Lake Superior watersheds

· Drawing paper

· Clipboards

· Pencils

· Markers/crayons

Content and Methods: 

Students will review their knowledge of watersheds.  The teacher will enhance information for the students by providing additional background about watersheds and examining more maps and illustrations of watersheds in this area.  Students will then be grouped and assigned to a section of the school property.  Each group will map out their area including information on location of buildings, parking lots, playground, and natural areas.  After general mapping, students will investigate and predict the direction of flow of water on the property.  The groups will then return to the classroom to compile information and complete mapping project.  The classroom maps will be posted together in the classroom for future investigations.  During another lesson, the group will adventure out on a rainy day to determine the accuracy of their investigations.    

Evaluation: 

Students will be able to:

· Identify the school’s location within the watershed.

· Predict the movement of water on the school property.
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
