Target Audience:

Third to Fifth Grade

Lesson #8

Goals: Students will continue their exploration of watersheds.  Students will use information they recorded the previous week regarding the movement of water on the school property and use it to create a map of the area and designate what they identified as the movement of water.

Objectives: 

Students will be able to:

· Explain the role of school property within the watershed.

· Discuss the movement of water on the school property.

Key Vocabulary Terms:  watershed 

Lesson Duration: 50 minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will take part in the classroom.  
Materials: 

· Fact cards about St. Louis River and Lake Superior watersheds

· Students’ record sheet of school property

· Large Block Paper

· Pencils

· Markers/crayons

Content and Methods: 

This lesson is a continuation of the prior lesson.  Students will be working in their pre-assigned cooperative groups from last week.  The students will transfer information that was gathered from their group outdoor exploration to a large piece of heavy paper.  In essence, the students will be compiling all of the small group maps to create their depiction of the flow of water on the school property.  All groups will share their maps with the class, a comparison of the various depictions will lead a discussion of the similarities and differences between students’ work.  All maps will be hung in the classroom and a wrap-up discussion will take place to review information on watersheds.
