Target Audience:

Fourth to Fifth Grade

Lesson #9

Goals: Students will continue their exploration of watersheds.  Students will identify local streams and waterways near the school using maps (topographic, if available) and mark the boundaries of the watershed.  

Objectives: 

Students will be able to:

· Recognize streams and waterways near the school using map skills.

· Discuss land use on a watershed referencing to different time periods.

Key Vocabulary Terms:  watershed, runoff

Lesson Duration: The duration of this lesson will be fifty minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will take part in the classroom.
Foul Weather Alternative: No foul weather activity is necessary, this entire lesson will occur indoors.

Materials: 

· Fact cards about St. Louis River and Lake Superior watersheds

· Local Maps of area (topographic if available)

· Tracing Paper

· Pencils

· Markers/crayons

· Watershed Worksheet

Content and Methods: 

A short review on previous knowledge of watershed will introduce this lesson.  Discussion will involve looking at local maps and recognizing local waterways.  Students will work in small groups to determine to which watershed Stowe School belongs.  Students will also map the local streams and waterways near Stowe School and, if possible, map those watershed boundaries.  A prepared worksheet activity will also assist students in the learning process by examining a fictitious watershed and its land uses looking at different time periods.

Evaluation: 

Students will be able to:

· Compare and correlate land area and land use with different time periods.

· Plot the watershed that the school is within.
