Target Audience:

Third to Fifth Grade

Lesson #15

Goals: The goal of this lesson is for students to examine water consumption and efficiency in their daily lives and at school.

Objectives: 

Students will:

· Become aware of their water usage.

· Distinguish between direct and indirect use of water.

Key Vocabulary Terms:  conservation, direct, and indirect

Lesson Duration: 40 minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will take place in the students’ classroom.

Foul Weather Alternative: No foul weather alternative in necessary.

Materials: 

Notecards with descriptions of Water Uses

Water Consumption Poster

Content and Methods: 

Students will examine their personal connections with water consumption.  Discussion regarding various water uses will take place during the introduction.  The water use cards will be distributed to students to assist in their discussion of water use.  In addition, students will discuss where their water comes from and estimate the number of gallons they use on a daily basis.  Some experiments will assist students to estimate the number of gallons of water used during various activities they participate in daily, i.e. brushing teeth.  The lesson will conclude with a brief discussion regarding possible practices individuals can adopt to conserve water.  

Evaluation: 

Students will be able to:

· Describe one direct and one indirect use of water.

· Describe one personal practice they could implement to conserve water.
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
