Target Audience:

Lesson #2

Objectives:

· List many different uses of water

Key Vocabulary Terms: Water

Lesson Duration: 20 minutes. 

Lesson Location: This lesson will begin in the student's classroom and proceed outside.

Materials: 

· World Globe

· Water pictures

· Index cards with states of water

· Children's Story about water

Content and Methods: 

I.  Introduction

Why is water important?  Let's share some of the reasons why we believe water is important.  Now that we have shared why we believe water is important, let's go in search of water.  I believe outdoors would be a great place for us to begin our journey.  

II.  Activity

The teacher will lead the students on a short walk outdoors exploring for any place that students may find water.  Students will be guided with the use of picture cards that show some examples of water.

III. Conclusion

Let's share where we found water.  Can anyone think of other things that are made of water that we did not see on our walk?  Earlier we discussed how water is important.  We need to remember that without water, we would not be here.  All life needs water.  During our exploration did you notice that water is everywhere?  Water is our connection to all living things. 

If there is extra time, I will share a short story about water.
