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How Do We Detect Waterborne Outbreaks?

* Reportable diseases Minnesota Foodborne &
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Reportable Pathogen Surveillance in Minnesota

* Clinical materials must be submitted to MDH for most pathogens
* Real-time PFGE or PCR subtyping on all specimens

* Routine, real-time interviews of all cases



Minnesota Surveillance Philosophy

* Interview all cases ASAP

* Collect details on specific exposures
—Dates
—Names of pools, beaches, resorts, etc.

—Addresses

* Investigation of all clusters
—Intensity depends on the nature of the cluser

—Follow leads aggressively
